2010 Euler Medal awarded to Bojan Mohar

Bojan Mohar’s outstanding research and leadership over a period
of thirty years place him as one of today’s foremost discrete mathe-
maticians worldwide. His deep and important contributions have
dramatically improved our understanding of the structural proper-
ties of graphs. His research spans many areas, including topological
graph theory, graph minors, infinite graphs, spectral graph theory,
algebraic graph theory, and computational geometry. He has pub-
lished more than 200 journal and conference papers (with more
than 25 submitted), and has almost 100 collaborators. His nom-
inators speak of his “tremendous intellectual energy”, “fantastic
invited talks”, and “stellar record of service”.
